He completed a Bachelor of Music 
with Honours in voice, from the University of Queensland in 2004, and 
is the regular accompanist for choirs including Southern Cross Voices. 
Simon brings a wealth of choral and vocal experience to his work as an 
accompanist.  
 

Special Guest Artists – The Amadeus Orchestra 
The Amadeus Orchestra is a mini orchestra which formed 3 1/2 years 
ago and is comprised of Strings, Woodwinds, Trumpet and Horn.  They 
perform mainly popular classics, light music and some modern music, 
for the entertainment of Brisbane audiences. As well as private 
professional venues, they can often be found performing public 
concerts in Brisbane City Mall and local parks such as Newstead House.
